WHEREAS, Byron Mallott is a Tlingit and Haida Tribal Citizen born and raised in the
village of Yakutat, a clan leader of the Kwaashk'i Kwaan clan, married to Toni Mallott and
together have raised tive children.

WHEREAS, Byron Mallott has dedicated his life to the betterment of Alaska. He brings
decades of proven leadership in public and private service in holding the otfices of Mayor of
Yakutat, Mayor of Juneau, President of Alaska Federation of Natives, CEO of Sealaska,
Executive Director of First Alaskans, trustee and Executive Director of the Alaska Permanent
Fund Corporation.

WHEREAS, Byron Mallott is a lifelong civil rights leaders who was instrumental in the
passage of the Alaska Native Claims Settlement Act and the 1991 amendments,

WHEREAS, Byron Mallott brings a vision for Alaska supported by Central Council. He
carries the vision, aspirations, and dreams of Alaska’s native peoples and all Alaskans into the
tuture and brings a vision of “One Alaska”.
